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EURIPIDES gaining success 
by: Jean-Luc Mat!, EURIPIDES 
Chairman:
Fifteen projects have already started
or are about to. The rise to power
and the actions lead toward the
member countries that support EU-
RIPIDES, should bring us to a score of
twenty projects per year in two Calls
with an average size of 8 M !. The
projects' size in EURIPIDES is be-
tween 2 and 20 M!. It should be not-
ed that France is the EUREKA mem-
ber country that has the highest con-
tribution in our cluster as the DGE
provides currently half of the fund-
ing. A particular effort has been
asked to Germany, Spain and Aus-
tria, countries where companies are
fond of EURIPIDES and are working
on proposals for our underway Call.

A EUREKA cluster in the heart of the
European program
Since 2006, EURIPIDES combines,
with the other three Clusters
CATRENE, ITEA2 and CELTIC, the
base of R&D activities within the ICT
domain of the European program
EUREKA. As such, EURIPIDES is in
charge the technologies of intercon-
nection, packaging and integration
of Smart-Systems. 

Remember that the areas covered by
the R&D programs of our Cluster
runs from chip to system via modules
ªSystem in Package ± SiPº, 3D inter-
connection, Systems on Board ªSoBº
and includes interconnections, Print-
ed circuit boards, antennas and cool-
ing systems.

The EURIPIDES Call 6 has just been
launched with an interesting feature,
its timing with the German R&D pro-
gram ªMikrosystem Technikº. The

Call 7 will follow in December 2008.
EURIPIDES is also observant on the
establishment of the European plat-
forms ENIAC and EPoSS and closely
follows the JTI step (Joint Technolo-
gy Initiative) of ENIAC.

A strategic position as innovation
booster
On a broader level, EURIPIDES has a
strategic role in the European re-
search. 

Complementary of the Framework
Program (FP7), which ensures the re-
search part, EURIPIDES position itself
on the Innovation and Development
part, which transforms research re-
sults into products or innovative ap-
plications. Here, the return on invest-
ment is not an empty word: since the
beginning of a project, the potential
exploitation of results must be clear-
ly demonstrated. 

Bet that the 1.2 billion ! that 
EURIPIDES target will be achieved 
in 7 years.
